9/24/2015 Aggravated Assault - Broad Street & Sheridan Avenue, 8:00PM.
A 24 year-old male victim reported that his ex-girlfriend intentionally struck him with
her car. The victim did not sustain serious injury and was able to flee to his own
vehicle. As the victim tried to flee in his vehicle, the suspect, Tashayla McCoy, 23, of
the North Side, chased after him in her vehicle.

She will be charged with
Aggravated Assault, Terroristic Threats, Reckless Endangerment, and Endangering the

officers were dispatched to King Avenue for a Burglary/Home Invasion. The 32 year-
old female victim reported that a known suspect, Stephen Yannotti, 36, of East
Liberty, broke her front window and then entered her residence. Once inside the
residence, Yannotti assaulted the victim, then fled through the back door. Officers
arrived on scene quickly and located Yannotti in the wooded area behind the victim’s
house. After a lengthy struggle where Yannotti had to be subdued by the police K-9, he
was finally taken into custody. Yannotti was charged with Burglary, Simple Assault,
Criminal Mischief, and Resisting Arrest.
