	Purple Basil is a dark, red-leaved basil that is a wonderful addition to any herb garden. Not only is it useful for adding seasoning to Italian and tomato dishes, it's also aromatic and attractive in the garden. Purple basil can be used in any recipe that calls for sweet basil, but until you have tried it, it is best to use slightly less purple basil--the flavor is more intense than traditional sweet basil.

	Ancho Gigantea
(Poblano)

	They are preferred when dried and usually referred to as chile ancho ('wide chile'). When fresh, they ares known as poblano or “pasilla.” The young green pepper is often stuffed with cheese or meat for chiles rellenos, while the dark, reddish-brown dried pepper is used for the traditional "mole poblano" and chili powder. Pepper is heart-shaped, 3.5" long and 2" wide, and is mildly spicy. They are wonderful when roasted and peeled or sliced fresh for a spicy kick in many dishes. Fully ripe peppers are red & sweeter, but can be harvested at any stage.

	Among the hottest peppers anywhere! These little peppers look harmless, but use them very sparingly, and remember to wear gloves when handling them, to avoid transferring that heat to your eye!

Blocky, wrinklked peppers measure about 2 inches long and slightly less wide, maturing from silvery-green to bright orange on the plant. Fertilize when blooms appear, and water well. Most nutritious if allowed to ripen on the plant.

	Perfect for anyone who loves jalapenos, with a thick, flavorful, hot flesh. Great for making salsa. Fruit is 2-3 inches long and about an inch wide when mature.

Pepper plants are self-fruitful and do not even require insects to pollinate them. Just the movement of the blossoms in the breeze will do the trick. They do sometimes have a problem holding their fruit. When growing jalapeno peppers, sprinkle a pinch of Epsom salts on top of the soil just as they come into bloom. This will help the plants to set and hold their crop.

	This is the common type used by the Pilgrims.  Ground cherries were recorded as early as 1837 in Pennsylvania. This outstanding Polish variety is prized for its clean flavor. Fruits are 1/2 to 3/4-inch in diameter and encased in a papery husk that turns brown when fruits ripen. Extremely productive plants; fruit has an excellent citrus flavor, and can be used for preserves, pies, over ice cream or in fresh fruit salads. Starts fruiting by the end of July and continues until frost and a little beyond. Excellent results on landscape cloth which suppresses weeds and makes collecting the fruits easy. Fruit grow inside a paper-like husk.
