The following are the violent crimes, crime trends, and notable arrests for the week of: May 18th-24th:
 
 
Homewood / East Hills
5/19/15 Rape – 7600 block Baxter Street, 3:00am. A 20 year old female victim reports that she was sexually assaulted by someone she met on Facebook while at a party in a house on Baxter Street. Sex Assault detectives are handling the case.   

5/20/15 Robbery – N. Lang Ave & Fleury Way, 11:45pm. A 16 year old male reported that he was “jumped” by a group of known males. He stated that a black male only known as “Heath” put a gun to his head while the other males stole his phone, charger, and a speaker. No further description of the suspects.

5/21/15 Robbery – East Hills Drive & Wilner Drive, 10:38pm. A pizza delivery driver was robbed while dropping off food to an address on East Hills Drive. The suspects were described as two teenage black males, both around 5’5”. Zone 5 officers responded to the scene and received a tip that the males fled into a specific address on East Hills Drive. Officers went to this location and encountered Robert Alexander, 24, of East Hills. The tenant at this address was very cooperative and gave consent for police to search the premises. Officers recovered a stolen gun, marijuana, over $1000.00 cash, and drug packaging materials in a room belonging to Alexander. Alexander was arrested and charged with robbery, felony firearm violations, and felony drug offenses. 


Larimer / Lincoln-Lemington
5/19/15 Aggravated Assault – 6200 block of Auburn Street, 9:50pm. A 57 year old male victim reports a known acquaintance was at his house when an argument ensued and the male struck him in the face with a baton or “blackjack.” The male then fled. Zone 5 detectives are investigating. 
 

Bloomfield/Garfield/Friendship
5/21/15 Robbery – 5300 block of Mossfield Street, 1:00am. The victim is a Yellow Cab driver who states that his fare pulled a gun on him and stole an envelope containing cash when he was dropped off on Mossfield Street. The actor gave the name “Chris” and is described as a black male, between 18-25, 5’7” 120 lbs, wearing a black hooded sweatshirt and blue jeans. Detectives are investigating.

5/24/15 Aggravated Assault – 500 block of N. Fairmount, 1:30am. Officers responded to a 14 year old girl who ran away from home and was located by family at this location. The teen was refusing to go with her family. When officers arrived at the scene, the female refused to go with them as well. When the officers attempted to escort the female to their car, she became violent. She kicked one officer in the chest and scratched another officer to the point where she broke skin and the officer was bleeding. She was finally subdued and placed under arrest for aggravated assault. The female was processed then taken to Shuman Center.


Stanton Heights/Morningside/Highland Park/East Liberty
5/19/15 Robbery (Domestic Violence) – 900 block Brintell, 6:30pm. Officers responded to an assault where a male reported that his estranged wife attacked him, then stole his wallet while he was down on the ground. Officers will be obtaining a warrant for Monica Barham of Wilkinsburg.

5/23/15 Aggravated Assault (Domestic Violence) – 5704 Penn Avenue, 4:45am. A 52 year old male victim reported that his step-sister stabbed him with a large steak knife during an argument. The step-sister was immediately located in another part of the apartment complex. She was identified as Tracey Woods, 45, of East Liberty. Woods was arrested and charged with aggravated assault. The victim’s injuries were not life threatening.
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Notable Arrests
5/18/15: Zone 5 officers responded to a call for (5) suspicious males attempting to break into cars in the 400 block of S. Winebiddle Street. The officers arrived on scene within moments and detained a group of (5) juveniles who matched the caller’s description. The males ranged in age from 12-14 years old and were all from the Garfield neighborhood. A witness positively identified the males as the ones breaking into cars and one of the males (13 years old) was found to be in possession of a loaded firearm. All were arrested and charged with conspiracy and theft.


5/19/15: Zone 5 officers received a tip regarding an 18 year-old who was threatening retaliation for the shooting of Kelvin Lovelace in East Hills. The officers went to the young man’s house in Highland Park and obtained consent to search his bedroom, subsequently recovering two handguns (one of which was stolen) as well as an SKS assault rifle. The officers also searched the young man’s car and recovered another handgun and a shotgun. While this young man’s name is being withheld due to the ongoing investigation, these officers are to be commended for potentially stopping another act of violence in our community. Thanks to their quick thinking and excellent follow-up, the guns are now off the street and the teenager in question is in custody. Nice job!



5/22/15: Officers patrolling Homewood observed a Cadillac, with the back window shot-out, driving down the street. The officers also observed the driver to be a known gang member who they knew had a suspended driver’s license. A traffic stop was conducted and during the stop the front passenger, identified as Robert Abram, 26, of Natrona Way in Lawrenceville, discarded a loaded firearm out the window. Abram was arrested without incident and the gun was recovered. Abram will be charged with felony firearm violations. The driver of the vehicle will be cited for driving without a license. 

5/25/15: Officers responded to N. Beatty & East Liberty Blvd for a vehicle theft in progress. Upon arrival, the victim stated that he briefly exited his car at that intersection to speak with a friend. Moments later he heard a car door slam and saw someone driving off in his car. OnStar tracked this vehicle to the 5200 block of Natrona Way where they found Justin Abram, 25, of Natrona Way in Lawrenceville, in possession of the keys to the stolen car. Abram was arrested and charged with receiving stolen property.


Other Events
5/20/15: Officer Harrison Maddox was on patrol in the East Liberty mall area when he came upon a 50 year old male who was laying on the ground at Kirkwood & N. Whitfield Streets, unresponsive. Officer Maddox requested EMS and checked for a pulse. After not finding a pulse, Officer Maddox began chest compressions while the victim’s friend gave rescue breaths. Officers Merkel, McNeal, and Pettus arrived shortly thereafter and took over CPR until Paramedics arrived. Once EMS arrived, they found that the victim had taken a lethal dose of heroin and was in cardiac arrest. Thanks to the quick response by Officers Maddox, Merkel, Pettus, and McNeal, as well as the actions of the Paramedics, the male was revived and was reported to be in stable condition at West Penn Hospital.
