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Mount Ararat Community Activity Center, Inc.

In 1990, The Mount Ararat Community Activity Center, Inc. (MACAC) was formally established as a 501 (c) 3 tax exempt organization.   MACAC is dedicated to helping East End individuals and families through outreach. 
MACAC provides an array of programs and services available to the community and promotes collaborative efforts with entities that are vital to the community.  Our vision is to strengthen fundamental family values to keep them functioning in a healthy and empowered manner.  We believe that by removing the traditional barriers, families and ultimately communities will be strengthened.  The specific mission of MACAC is to improve the quality of life of families throughout the East End and Greater Pittsburgh Communities by: 
1. Empowering individuals and families to become productively independent

2. Foster conditions that assure economic stability of individuals and families

3. Provide programs that support and encourage functional family values.

MACAC focuses on the family as a comprehensive unit and has an ideology that this can promote fundamental change in the conditions that limit the quality of life for those we serve. MACAC focuses on prevention and intervention with problematic issues, primarily through its outreach to youth as means of breaking the cycle of disadvantage.
All programs will be provided for the benefit of the COMMUNITY, and enrollment to each program will be based on a first come, first served basis.  The MACAC plans to relocate the following programs to the North Negley Avenue building.
· After-School Program provides a safe and nurturing environment, while offering tutoring and homework assistance in math, reading, science, and other academic areas.  Students also receive computer education and recreational activities.  The goal is to teach students to strive to high academic achievement, develop cultural awareness, as well as personal and social skills.  This program is available during the school year only and is open on a first come, first served basis until a maximum enrollment is met.  The current enrollment for the After-School Program is 45 children.  The anticipated enrollment will be based on the demand from the community and the space available at the center.   Attendees are responsible for their own transportation.  Typical hours of operation are 2:30 pm – 6:00 pm.  
·  “Camp Harambee” is an 8 week youth summer day camp which provides educational, cultural, recreational, and creative activities for youth ages 5-14.  The goal of summer camp is to encourage family bonding, improve literacy, and expose campers to service learning.  This program is available during the summer months only, and is open on a first come, first served basis.  The community center will serve as a base of operations for Camp Harambee.  The campers will take approximately two (2) off-site day trips per week.  MACAC expects an enrollment of approximately 150 children.  Attendees are responsible for their own transportation.
· Community Service Program offers a food and clothing bank to families in need.  The Community Service Center services approximately five (5) people per week.  In addition, on the second Saturday of each month, the Community Service Center provides a bulk distribution of non-perishable foods for families in need.
· Computer Technology Center offers program participants as well as members of the community an opportunity to have free access to computers with internet access for personal use.  MACAC expects to have approximately 15 – 20 computers available to members of the community.  Computer classes are offered to teach basic computer skills in addition to advanced instruction on various computer programs.  Attendees are responsible for their own transportation.
· Early Childhood Development Center offers a comprehensive educational program that focuses on the cognitive, emotional, and physical development of children from infancy to five years of age.  A safe, nurturing and stimulating day care environment is designed to ensure children are healthy and happy.  This also includes a Before and After School Child Care Program which provides constructive care to the school aged children of working parents.  This program is available year round and is open on a first come, first served basis.  The current enrollment for the Early Childhood Development Center is 45 children.  The anticipated enrollment will be based on the demand from the community and the space available at the center.  Attendees are responsible for their own transportation.
· Mentoring Project is in collaboration with several East End Pittsburgh Public Middle Schools and is designed to assist students to enhance academic achievement, improve social skills, increase class attendance, and reduce the dropout rate.  The Mentoring Project will not be based at the center, but the center can hold special events for the Mentoring Project.
· Seniors Program offers educational, recreational, and social opportunities through the Academic, Health & Literacy activities, including, computer, quilting, and craft classes.    Luncheons are offered on a quarterly basis.  Attendees are responsible for their own transportation.
Normal hours of operation are Monday-Friday 6:30 am – 6:00 pm.
