Homewood / East Hills 
 
11/22/15 Aggravated Assault - 7000 block Formosa Way, 5:00am. On 11/23, 
a 23 year-old female victim and her 25 year-old sister came to Zone 5 to report an 
assault that occurred the previous day. They stated that they were leaving an after-
hours club in Homewood when they were jumped by (10) female suspects, who kicked 
and punched them, then threw a cinder block at one of their vehicles. The sisters were 
treated and released from the hospital after receiving cuts and bruises. (225804) 
 
11/24/15 Burglary – 6900 block Mt. Vernon Street, 6:00am. Officers responded 
to a burglar alarm and found the rear door had been forced open. The house appeared 
ransacked but nothing was missing. (225547) 
 
11/24/15 Burglary – 7500 block Hamilton Avenue, 5:00pm. A 15 year-old 
female victim reports that she was sleeping on her couch when (4) known suspects 
began kicking her front door, attempting to break it down. The victim reports that the 
suspects broke the lock on the door before fleeing. All suspects are juveniles and are 
known to the victim. They will all be charged in Juvenile Court. (225939)

a burglar alarm and discovered an open back door. Offices cleared the house to ensure 
there was nobody inside. The victim arrived home and indicated that nothing appeared 
to have been taken.

11/25/15 Burglary – 1300 block Heart Court, Occurred between 11/21 and 
11/25. Victim reports she and her fiancée are in the process of moving into an 
apartment on this street and were last here on 11/21. When they arrived today, the 
ground level windows were open, and a television, clothing, and children’s games were 
missing.

A 22 
year-old male victim reports that he heard a knock on the door and when he answered, 
a male known to him from the neighborhood as “Joker” pointed a gun at him. “Joker” 
was accompanied by 3-4 other males who forced their way inside the victim’s 
residence. The suspects then searched the house and stole items from the victim while 
he was held at gunpoint. The suspects then fled on foot towards Bracey Drive. “Joker” 



is described as a black male, 18-25 years old, 5’8,” 160Lbs, light complexion, short 
black hair, mustache, and goatee.

A 39 
year-old female victim reported that she was involved in an argument with her 
boyfriend, Kenneth Eugene Heggins, 37, of East Liberty. According to the victim, 
Heggins grabbed her by the throat and slammed her head into a wall, before taking her 
wallet out of her hand and fleeing the scene. Officers will obtain an arrest warrant for 
Heggins.
