Route 1001 Bridge Street Improvements Begin March 15 in Etna 

Pittsburgh, PA – PennDOT District 11 is announcing work to replace a bridge on Bridge Street (Route 1001) in Etna Borough, Allegheny County, will begin on Thursday, March 15 weather permitting.   

The project will replace the structure that carries Bridge Street over Pine Creek. Work includes deck replacement, rehabilitating or replacing sidewalks and parapets, structural steel painting, substructure concrete repairs, barrier, drainage, approaches and other improvements. 
Beginning at approximately 7 a.m. on March 15, Bridge Street will be closed to traffic between the on-ramp to southbound Route 28, which will remain open to traffic from Etna, and North Main Street and the 62nd Street Bridge in Sharpsburg. Access to the southbound Route 28 on-ramp from Sharpsburg will be closed. The restrictions will remain in place around-the-clock through late July.

About 9,736 vehicles use this bridge on an average day. Signs will be posted to guide motorists around the closure. 

Posted Detours:

From 62nd Street Bridge to Bridge Street
· Continue northbound on Route 8

· Make left at Kittanning Street Bridge

· Continue left onto Butler Street (Route 4019) 

· Follow Butler Street back to Bridge Street
From Etna to Sharpsburg/62nd Street Bridge

· Same detour in opposite direction

From Sharpsburg to Etna/Bridge Street/Southbound Route 28
· Take North Main Street/Freeport Road north to the Highland Park Bridge interchange

· Take ramp to southbound Route 28 

· Access southbound Route 28 

· Follow south to off-ramp to northbound Route 8

· Continue northbound on Route 8

· Make left at Kittanning Street Bridge

· Continue left onto Butler Street (Route 4019) 

· Follow Butler Street back to Bridge Street
Improvements will also occur on the off-ramp from northbound Route 28 to Sharpsburg/Bridge Street. The ramp will remain open during the work; however, traffic will be reduced to single, 11-foot wide lane.    

Swank Associated Companies of New Kensington, Pa is the prime contractor. The $2.7 million contract also includes bridge improvements on Freeport Road.  

Motorists should be prepared for changing traffic patterns and allow extra time when traveling through the area. PennDOT also reminds motorists they can log on to 511pa.com or call 511 from any phone to check traffic conditions on major roadways before traveling.
