Homewood / East Hills

9/28/15 Burglary – 600 block Oakwood Street, Occurred between 9:30am and 5:45pm. Victim reported someone entered her residence through an open back window and stole items belonging to her current boyfriend. The victim suspects the burglar is her ex-boyfriend, who has been harassing her. (185830)

Staff from UPMC Shadyside reported that a 44 year-old male from Greenfield came to their Emergency Room with a gunshot wound to his left knee. He was in good condition. Zone 4 officers responded to interview the victim. The victim was completely uncooperative and refused to give any information. He would only say this happened “in Homewood.” (189654)

10/4/15 Burglary/Aggravated Assault  – 2400 block Bracey Drive, 7:30am. A 36 year-old female victim reported that a known suspect, Shauna Denise Kelley, 37, of East Pittsburgh, broke into her house by forcing open the front door, then stole a frozen chicken. The victim confronted Kelley, who pulled a knife and began swinging it at the victim. Officers arrived on scene and detained Kelly, whom they found out front. (They found the frozen chicken in her purse). Kelley told officers that she and the victim were both romantically involved with the same man. While officers were attempting to get the entire story, Marcus Nepolian Henderson, 37, of East Hills, emerged from the residence and tried to interfere with the arrest. Henderson shoved Officer Pucci then took a swing at Officer McManaway. Witnessing this, Officer Welling deployed his Taser, with positive results. Henderson immediately stopped his assault and was taken into custody. Henderson and Kelley were taken to the Allegheny County Jail. Henderson was charged with Obstructing the Administration of Law, and Aggravated Assault. Kelley was charged with Burglary and Simple Assault. (189763)

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Notable Arrests

Negley Avenue. The officers were able to secure a search warrant for this location and served that warrant on Friday, Sept 2nd, at 7:15pm. Officers arrived in the area in under a minute and encountered two individuals in the same location where the system indicated the gunshot had been fired. Officers could also smell the odor of gunpowder in the air. Upon further investigation, Officers recovered a loaded, stolen, Smith & Wesson .40 caliber pistol from one of the two individuals they encountered. That individual was identified as Shanay Audrey Moore, 23, of Homewood. In addition to the firearm being stolen, Moore did not possess a license to carry a firearm. Moore was arrested and charged with receiving stolen property and firearms not to be carried without a license. (189005)


10/5/15 at 3:20am - Frankstown Avenue & Enterprise Street (Larimer): Zone 5 officers Obsenica and Patton were patrolling the area when they stopped a blue Dodge Intrepid for a vehicle code violation. While obtaining the driver’s documents, officers could see a Glock pistol sticking out from the cover of the gear shifter. The occupants of the vehicle were asked to exit, and they complied.
